llsur Metshin — Mayor of Kazan (since 2005),
UCLG Co-president (since 2010).

llsur Metshin was born on April 24, 1969. He
is a lawyer by education, has PhD in law. He has
18 years work experience in the position of the
Mayor.

From 1998 to 2005 lIsur Metshin was the head
of Nizhnekamsk Region Administration and Nizh-
nekamsk city. As a result, during this period Nizh-
nekamsk was twice awarded the title of “The Most

Comfortable City of Russia) the first among
non-capital cities became the cultural
capital of Volga Federal District.
From 2005 to the present
time he is the Mayor of Ka-
zan city. Under the leader-
ship of llsur Metshin Kazan
was twice awarded the title
of “The Best Municipality of
Russia” in 2007 and 2013.
lisur Metshin made a
significant contribution to
the international municipal
movement. From 2006 to 2010 he
was twice elected as Vice-President of the
UCLG World Organization and as President of
Eurasia section. llsur Metshin is the only Mayor
who was elected as UCLG Co-president for
two consecutive terms from 2010 to 2016.

every person on the planet with accommodation in
socially and ecologically sustainable settlements.
Under the auspices of the United Nations Program
on Human Settlements (UN-Habitat) there were
developed methodological recommendations on
urban planning for the leaders of cities. They rep-
resent a program document that includes different
models of development of cities, principles of ur-
ban spaces strategic and tactical planning as well
as conditions for enhancing the viability and re-
ducing risks of modern cities.

Following the session the representative of
UN-Habitat in Nairobi Manka Bajaj set out main
issues faced by the leadership of modern cities,
the solution of which determines the development
of human settlements around the world. Among
the main issues are comprehensive building of
the urban spaces aimed at effective usage of in-
ternal resources of cities without expanding their
geographic borders; enhancement of the social
inclusiveness: the city must be comfortable for all
categories of population; increase of the degree of
interaction between all city services; improvement
of interlinkages of a city and rural area and others.

Built in Grozniy

In Grozny, “Chechenneftekhimprom” LLC to-
gether with the South Korean company “KOKAM”
started construction of a factory producing lithi-
um-ion batteries. For the realization of this proj-
ect, the Korean side plans to invest 577 million ru-
bles. Construction of the plant is carried out in the
framework of the program of import substitution
and increasing the share of high-tech industries
in the domestic economy. At the moment, the con-
struction of permanent structures is completed,
installation of equipment for the production and
commissioning has started.

Opening of the plant is scheduled for Septem-
ber 2016. The plant will manufacture batteries for
tablets (Li-ion), mobile phones and laptops. The
design capacity of the plant will amount to 125.0
MWh per year; it is the largest company in Europe
for the production of such outputs. A total of 800
workers will be employed at the plant, 42 of which
have undertaken internship at a similar plant in
Korea.

Smart Astana is a concept of sustainable de-
velopment of the capital, which is implemented in
the framework of Message of the Head of State
Ne 01-7.6 April 22, 2013 “on the need to develop an
action plan for Astana to join the rating of the top
50 smart cities of the world.”

The concept of Smart Astana is being devel-
oped by JSC ‘Astana Innovations’ The following
projects have already been realized:

Smart School project is aimed to ensure the
security and automation of school procedures.
Smart School consists of the following compo-
nents: control of access to the school building,
on-line monitoring of student attendance, video
surveillance, implementation of e-payment in the
dining room, statistics of the lunch expenses, on-
line control of students intake, electronic library,
the possibility of online learning at home.

Smart Clinic - the aim of the project is to im-
prove the functioning of the healthcare industry
by automating internal and external procedures. It
includes an electronic appointments to the doctor,
the creation of a unified database of research re-
sults, online access to the analyzes for both the
patient and the doctor etc.

Smart Street Lighting — the aim of the proj-
ect is to reduce energy consumption and operat-
ing costs for street lighting. Manager can set the
schedule of lighting turning on/off, and install au-
tomatic operation considering the amount of light.
The dimming function allows controlling the con-
sumption of energy. The software makes it pos-
sible to dim each lamp individually or a selected
group of lamps. Communication takes place via
a wireless (radio, GSM) and wired technologies
(PLC). It is planned to achieve 50% energy sav-
ings.

Smart payments — a payment of municipal
services, administrative fines, taxes, electronic
ticketing in public transport, parking tickets, med-
ical services and school lunches online. The pay-
ment history will be stored in the personal account.

For to-
day, mobile application is installed by more than 63
thousand residents of the capital. A feature of the

mobile application is a function of instantaneous
mass push-notification and submission of applica-
tions in the contact center ‘Astana 109’ as well as
many other convenient information services.
