The Sustainable Development Goal 13 (SDG
13) is an important area of UCLG’s activities.

The delegation of UCLG at the Global Cli-
mate Action Summit in San Francisco on
September 12-14, 2018 demonstrated that local
initiatives  significantly influence infrastructure,
transport and waste reduction.

«We show the world how climate policy re-
duces inequality within our territories. Think locally
- act globally, it is time to act’/ said Anne Hidalgo,
Co-President of UCLG.

The head-quarters of UCLG in Barcelona
became the host for a two-day training work-
shop on combating climate change at the local
level organized on September 25-26 in collabora-
tion with the international union Global Covenant
of Mayors for Climate and Energy (GCoM).

Delegations of all UCLG regional sections ar-
rived to Barcelona to learn about the possibilities
of application of tools developed by GCoM in their
regions.

The representative of the Eurasian section
Anna Arkhipova presented a report on the ways
of combating climate change on the territory of
Eurasian countries that served as a contribution to

“We have to constantly prove our competence
and professionalism.

Members of the Executive Bureau agreed to ini-
tiate the campaign “Localization of Sendai Frame-
work” and to intensify support of the “Municipalist
Declaration for the Right to Housing and the Right
to the City” among the members of UCLG.

As the work plan of UCLG for 2018 is focused
on the development of partnerships with other in-
ternational organizations, participants of the ses-
sion discussed the progress achieved in this area.
Thus, for the first time Urban20 Summit aimed at
reflecting the views of local governments at the
global table of G20 was held. The success of the
joint approach to the problem of climate change
as a result of the joint work with such partners as
International Council for Local Environmental Ini-
tiatives and C40 Cities Climate Leadership Group
was highlighted.

At the meeting the cities of
Magas (Russia), Khujand (Tajikistan) and Kara-
ganda (Kazakhstan) became the members of the
organization.

Khujand is the city in the north of Tajikistan,
one of the ancient cities of Central Asia. The po-
pulation of the city is 180 000 people. Khujand is
the second-largest city of Tajikistan, the important
transport node, political, economic, cultural and
scientific center of the country.

The cities of Magas (Russia), Khujand
(Tajikistan) and Karaganda (Kazakhstan)
became the members of the organization.

Magas is the city in the south of Russia, capital
of the Republic of Ingushetia. Having the popula-
tion of slightly more than 8000 people, Magas is
the smallest administrative center of the constitu-
ent entity of the Russian Federation. The city was
especially founded as the regional capital in 1994.
As of today this is the youngest regional capital of
Russia.

Karaganda is the city in the central part of
Kazakhstan, center of Karaganda region with the
population of more than half a million of people.
Here the coal industry of Kazakhstan emerged
and major coal mining companies, machine-
building, metal working plants and enterprises of
food industry function. There is a large number
of transport, educational, scientific, cultural, and
communication enterprises in the city. Today Kar-
aganda is one of the largest industrial, economic,
scientific and cultural centers of Kazakhstan.

In Astana, the Big Data geo-information system
is being developed. It will allow to see on a digital
map where people live and, based on data analy-
sis, to determine the need for development of in-
frastructure facilities. Based on the data obtained,
the city authorities will decide where it is neces-
sary to build a hospital, clinic, ambulance station,
school or kindergarten.

An analysis carried out due to this system
showed that about 70-80% of students do not
study in those schools that are located nearby
in their area. This suggests that there is an extra
burden on transport, and infrastructure of the city.
When there are no holidays, there are no huge
traffic jams, when schools open - traffic jams start,
all because people take their children to schools,
children study in different places. Not close to
home, within walking distance.
