- Experience in which spheres would you
like to share with participants of the Confer-
ence?

- Since 1960s when the local governments
had adopted a resolution on the protectionism,
the prevailing individual protectionism was deci-
sively replaced by the conscious protectionism.
Since safeguarding and protection of ancestor’s
heritage, housing reconstruction had acquired
continuous nature, this caused curiosity among
people and this area became an attractive loca-
tion for journeys and sightseeing. In 1994 upon the
inclusion to the list of UNESCO World Heritage,
Safranbolu opened the doors to the world to share
its experience related to cultural values preserva-

The need for knowledge sharing, training and
learning as essential to shape the future we want
as well as advocacy for the role of local and re-
gional governments internationally were also
echoed around the room. The day continued by
work to identify what we are missing as global net-
work to enrich the work plan for 2017 and beyond.

Day four of the Retreat was dedicated to Learn-
ing Exchange within the network and to follow-up
and reporting on the Global Agendas.

The last day of the UCLG Retreat was a fruitful
morning dedicated to developing our communica-
tion and advocacy strategy for the implementation
and local action of the network.

There such topics as strategic development
and priorities of UCLG, localization of Sustainable
Development Goals and global agendas, training
of UCLG members, research conducted by the
UCLG and communication policy of the organiza-
tion were discussed in the form of presentations,
round table discussions and brainstorming ses-
sions.

The participants recognized the forum as ef-
fective and were inspired for further effective work.

UCLG delegation took part in the 61st UN
Commission on the Status of Women in New York
from 13-17 March, which included a meeting with
the new Secretary General of the UN, Antonio
Guterres.

The delegation of a dozen locally elected
women was led by Mayor of Paris and UCLG Co-
President, Anne Hidalgo, Councilor for Feminisms
and LGBTI of Barcelona and President of
Metropolis Women, Laura Pérez, and Mayor of
Bangangté and President of REFELA, Célestine
Ketcha Courtés.

The 2017 Commission on the Status of
Women (CSW) focused on women’s economic
empowerment in the changing world of
work. UCLG published a statement to the
CSW on this issue, highlighting how local and
regional governments can mainstream a gender
perspective into the economy through their role as
employers, purchasers and service providers.

UCLG was also invited to make an oral
statement in the Expert Panel on “Enhancing the
availability and use of data and gender statistics
to support accelerated implementation of the
Beijing Platform for Action and the 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development.” This statement
was backed by UCLG’s #BeCounted social media
campaign for better data on the representation of

Voronezh. The interactive museum of the history
of the city that is working without guides has been
created by local IT-companies. A gallery of portraits of
Voronezh famous citizens together with their biogra-
phies is located near the entrance. To them attached
are vintage telephone receivers through which it is
possible to hear the voices of the writer Ivan Bunin
and singer Mariya Fedorova, as well as a part of the
work in performance of Mstislav Rostropovich. One
of the most interesting exhibits is a “bouquet” of red
hoses. One can hear the noises of the old city from
them: a ringing signal of trams, bombs exploding
during the Great Patriotic War.

Kazan, Krasnodar and Nizhny Novgorod have
become the leaders with the highest level of innova-
tive potential.

Environmentally-friendly stops of public trans-
port have been developed in Rostov-on-Don. Soc-
cer ball-styled stops will be installed in the city be-
fore the World Championship 2018.

The design of the stop represents a dome. The
authors of the invention propose to place a com-
pact layer of greenery on the surface of the dome.
It also contains a system of rain water collection
and retention and automated watering. Benches
and recreation areas are provided for the comfort
of passengers. Each stop can function indepen-
dently from utility services and does not require
thorough care.

The diameter of the standard structure is 5 me-
ters, and if necessary it can be increased several
times. The value of the installation of one stop will
not exceed 500 000 rubles.

After the championship the universal dome
can be used as a gazebo, cafeteria, tent for pe-
destrian subway or playground protected from the
bad weather.

Jeju’'s unique culture can be found
in its diving women, shamanism, distinct dialect,
arts and crafts, foods its people’s longevity and a
strong sense of community.

Natural heritage and Global Geopark, making
Jeju the only place in the world to have received
this “Tripple Crown!
